Any request filed less 
than (5) working days from the court date will be attached to the Court file and it will be ruled on at time of trial. The presiding 
Judge or the Hearing Officer may either grant or deny the request. If possible, someone should be present in the courtroom to 
hear if your motion granted, or if your driver’s license is suspended. 

If your case is before a judge, please be advised that it is your responsibility to contact 305-275-1111 for the judge assigned to 
your case as soon as possible to schedule your motion to be heard. Bench warrants and/or license suspensions will remain 
outstanding until action is taken by the Judge/Hearing Officer. If the license suspension is set aside, you must obtain a 
clearance from the Clerk of Courts to reinstate your driving privileges. 
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
